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One Waikato boat show endeavours to stimulate marine industry

A cordial agreement between Hamilton event organisers, the Waikato Boat, Fishing & Leisure
Show and Classic Events has been reached to ensure there is now only one boat show to be

held in the Waikato region. The Waikato Boat, Fishing & Leisure Show, will be held at Mystery
Creek Events Centre on 16 to 18 October, 2009.

Classic Events, organisers of the Boating, Fishing & Outdoors NZ Super Show and the NZ
National Motorhome & Caravan Expo, held at Claudelands Event Centre, have agreed to
exclude marine related exhibits from their events; and will now instead hold only the NZ
National Motorhome & Caravan Expo. In turn, organisers of the Waikato Boat, Fishing &
Leisure Show have agreed to discontinue exhibits of motorhomes, caravans, camping trailers
and tents. This arrangement will ensure there is only one event of each type held annually in
the Waikato, providing clarity around local events offered to the public.

Previously, two boat, fishing and leisure related shows were held in the Waikato. With two
shows on offer, businesses that were unable to justify exhibiting at both events were forced to
choose which to participate in; threatening to dilute the representation of the marine industry.

Organisers are optimistic one marine industry showcase in the Waikato will increase its
strength in the market place. WBFLS spokesperson, Jacqui Cooper, says “The aim of the
2009 Waikato Boat, Fishing & Leisure Show is to stimulate and support the marine, fishing
and leisure industries in this challenging economic climate”.

“With a decline in discretionary spending, many consumers are choosing to delay or downsize
their recreation purchase. To motivate buyers, the industry needs to work together to actively
promote quality marine and leisure products and services. The Waikato Boat, Fishing &
Leisure Show is the premium forum for this.”

Waikato Boat, Fishing & Leisure Show organisers, the Marine Industry Association and
Mystery Creek Events Centre, are dedicated to supporting industry exhibitors to fully
maximise their marketing and promotion dollar. For this reason, site fees have been
significantly reduced to reflect their commitment to exhibitors. MIA members and qualifying
NZ National Agricultural Fieldays exhibitors are also offered an additional 20% loyalty
discount over and above the reduced site fee rates.
